	Eight sets of responses have been received by the new Clerk to the Parish Council, Sarah Mitchell.  This feedback has been collated in a table with an entry for each of the sites being assessed.  
JW explained that the aim of this session is to go through this feedback and decide whether alterations to the assessment information is required, and if so whether the changes warrant further consultation.
This process was completed.  It was agreed that any interested parties in the group should take no part in the discussion of relevant properties, but did not need to leave the meeting.  However, interested parties who also own the sites under discussion were obliged to leave the meeting and remain out of earshot until the discussion of that site was complete.

	SAH asked BD for progress on the website and he responded that there may be new individuals who can help with the NP website; the current site needs updating.
BD pointed out that the Terms of Reference for the new Clerk to the Parish Council do not include support for the Neighbourhood Plan.  SAH added that we are not in a position to pay at present but that she did not see a need for further support at this stage.
CE asked about the recent issues that have arisen about the Shillingstone Neighbourhood Plan and a recent planning application.  JW said that the application did not conform to the site specific policy of their Neighbourhood Plan, and was ultimately refused.
CE asked if we could get planning decisions outside the Neighbourhood Plan limits.  JW believed others may come forward, but that any market value housing should come under the plan.
NP asked if our Neighbourhood Plan would carry any weight, before it reaches the examination stage.  JW said probably not - data may be used but not policy.
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
